Minutes from the March 26 meeting were read and approved. 
 
Housekeeping Budget 
Brett Greenwood reviewed the Housekeeping Budget.  These items represent 8% to 9% of the 
total budget and are non-discretionary, fixed costs.  This budget is determined for the most part 
by a variety of outside factors, including utility bills and collective bargaining agreements, etc.  
Money that is not spent on a particular item cannot be spent for another purpose. 
 
Enrollment Projections 
Brett explained the enrollment projection process: 

• Determine an estimate of the weighted annual average for the current year. 
• Those figures for each grade are then placed in a spreadsheet to calculate the “percentage 

of change” or cohort that occurs between last year and the current year.  The five-year 
“weighted cohort” is calculated for each grade. 

• The current year’s estimated enrollment is multiplied by the cohort to determine 
estimated enrollment for the following year. 

 
State Budget Update 
Brett handed out the 2009-10 K-12 State Budget Impact on BSD.  He discussed the impact the 
Senate’s budget (a potential revenue reduction of $6,283,470) and the House’s budget (a 
potential revenue reduction of $3,093,628) will have on the Bellingham School District.
